Global civil society urged

New UN protocol urged for Climate Induced Migrants

Copenhagen, 11th December 2009. Today in a seminar at Klimaforum09 (alternative people summit to UNFCCC CoP 15) global civil society leaders urged UN and UNFCCC to write a new protocol which would recognize the rights to life and livelihood of climate induced forced migrants. The seminar title “ Climate induced forced migrants : in need of New UN protocol”,  was organized by EquityBD, LDC Watch and SAAPE and, among others prominent speakers are by Kumi Naidoo Executive Director Green Peace International; Beverly Keene, Coordinator Jubilee South, Barry Coates, Oxfam International; Demba Musa Dembelle of Africa Jubilee South, Cemile Chalmers from PPDA, Haiti Caribbean; Tim Zones of  World Development Movement UK, Dr. Ahasn Uddin Ahmed of CSRL,  Saheen Anam of MJF Bangladesh and Mustak Hasan Md Iftekar of NGOAB. The seminar was moderated by Rezaul K Chowdhury and paper was presented by Shamsuddoha of EquityBD.

Kumi Naidoo of Green Peace International said that governments and leaders has to be made accountable, civil societies has to come with greater alliance and new type of action that G8 and UNFCCC will be forced to recognized the rights of climate forced migrants. Beverly Keene, expressed solidarity and support for the movement, she emphasized system change in respect of mitigating climate change impact. Barry Coates of Oxfam International said that there will be 300 millions climate induced forced migrant at present which is one in each forty five people in the world. Dembe Musa Dembelle of Africa mentioned that there will be 200 millions of people will be exposed to acute water crisis in Africa, who has to refugee, they have to go else where and they should not be treated as criminal as they are not victim of their own cause. Cemile Chalmers of PAPDA Haiti mentioned the climate change impacts in carrabien island Haiti, who is already taking refugee in United States who is not well treated. Tim Zones of UK criticized the role of UK government in respect of treating migrants’ population from third world countries. Dr. Ahsan Uddin Ahmed of CSRL had given a scenario of how population in south Asia will be displaced due to climate change impacts, which is alone 30 millions. Saheen Anam of MJF Bangladesh stated the miseries of climate migrants, which has cause per square kilometer around 11 thousands in Dhaka city, she urged all the countries who signed UNHRC (United Nations human rights charter) to acknowledge all the rights for climate induced migrants.
